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ñA Bigger Boatò

Back in February, I took the Capri 14 class at the UCLA 

Marina Aquatic Center. During the class, I mentioned to 
John [Nelson], the instructor, that even though I liked the 
Capris, I wanted to get on bigger boats. I wanted the 
whole wind-in-sail experience without getting my feet wet 
every time.  
John turned me onto WSA. Since I was a woman, and I 
liked to sail, I joined up in April.  

Then on Sunday, May 16, I got to crew on a 42-foot 
Catalina for the City of Hope charity regatta in Santa 
Monica Bay. Even though a sailboat is a sailboat, size 
does matter. Imagine one day driving a Smart Car and 
the next day driving a full-on luxury SUV. I think the big-
gest boat I have ever been on was 34 feet … maybe. It‘s 
a blur.  

I also had never raced on a sailboat. Fortunately, Vice-
Commodore Chris Tarantola, the organizer of the event, 
told me that it was going to be a pretty mellow undertak-
ing and that beginners were encouraged to try. Yep! I‘ll 
try. I‘ll do whatever I‘m told to do. If you just want me to 
sit on one side of the boat for weight purposes, I‘ll do it. 
Show me how the winches work.  

On race day, there were two men and seven women on 
the boat. I had never sailed with so many women before. 
Most of the women were older than I was, and I quickly 
realized that they could probably out-sail many of the 
boys. They reacted quickly and could do anything physical 
that needed to be done.  

There was something else about the women on the 
boat. We women are very observant. We size each other 
up quickly. We figure out each other‘s strengths and 
weaknesses and can at times even be a bit manipulative 
(just a bit). However, on the boat, we became a crew col-
lective. If a sheet needed to be pulled in and one couldn‘t 

do it, another one would jump in and help. There was no 
machismo, no power grabs. It was just about sailing the 
boat.  

At one point, when I was moving my weight to the high 
side of the boat, one of the ladies joined me, and we dan-
gled our legs over the side. The lady said she had to 
stretch out her 64-year-old knees even though she looked 

a good 15 years younger. I smiled. Sailing at 64 wouldn‘t 
be so bad.  

Later, on land, when I was talking with Chris about the 
day, we exchanged stories of how we had found the 
Women‘s Sailing Association. It turned out that John had 
been her Capri 14 instructor as well. Small world.  

By the way, since we were a boat of beginners, we fin-
ished the race far down in the pack. We were beaten at 
the finish by two boats who had missed the last buoy 
turn. So Douchebag Boat and Moron Boat, you were sup-
posed to pass the last buoy on your Starboard side not 
your Port side. So there. 

WSA Scores Huge Win for City of Hope 
Cancer Center

Although finishing 12th out of 14 is not generally consid-

ered winning in any sort of competition, the WSA team 
was certainly victorious on May 16 and we crossed the 
finish line raising more than $600 in donations for the City 
of Hope Cancer Center.  

The annual City of Hope Regatta, graciously and warmly 

hosted by SMWYC, started 25 boats, from Open 5.70s to 
a 47-foot Catalina. Among those were 14 Catalina 42s. 
Among them was the WSA crew on Amnesia, skippered by 
Cary Warren.  

Amnesia is a gorgeous boat, obviously lovingly and me-
ticulously maintained by her owner. A racer with a long 
history of bouy and distance racing, Cary now prefers to 
jump on Amnesia when he can head straight over to Cata-
lina for a long weekend and forget the rest of the world.  

―It was a real treat to be able to race on such a beauti-
fully maintained and well-equipped boat,‖ said Karen Ku-
chel in pit. ―Since I usually race on a 30-foot boat, I did 
find it more physically challenging trimming on a 42-
footer. However, it was great having all the extra room.‖  

In fact, Amnesia is so big and so beautiful, it seemed 
almost criminal to subject her to a bouy race around the 
bay, but our team showed up ready to do just that. ―Cary 
was a great skipper ... a very patient and experienced 
racer and a good communicator. That was so important 
since of our crew of eight, we had three folks who had 

never raced before, only daysailed or cruised,‖ noted 
Karen. ―Daysailing is an activity that can teach you the 
fundamentals of sailing. Racing is a sport with rules and 
strategies that requires teamwork and experience. This 
was a great venue for those new to racing to get some 
experience.‖  

Trimmer Fred Rossmeissl added, ―The spirit on board 
among the eight crew members and the skipper was high 
and the camaraderie and task-sharing attitude was just 
great. Besides that, participating on a race was another 
first for me, experiencing the special flavor by blending 
the passion for sailing and the drive to challenge and be-
ing challenged by other boats and crews.‖ 

But the day did not start in such high gear. ―Before we 
headed out, it seemed like we might be paddling our way 
through the race .... not a lot of wind and grey skies to 
boot. But as we motored down the channel, we could feel 
the wind picking up, bringing with it the distinct tang of 
unwashed pelican from the breakwater,‖ said trimmer 
Jennifer Westaway. ―By the time we hit open water, we 
clearly had a sailing day to play with -- boats of all sizes 
were zipping along before, behind and beside us ... some 
with better boating manners than others!‖

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With some quick tacks and gybes during the start se-
quence, we executed a perfect start – right on the line, 
but not over early, and in clean air. ―Chris (Tarantola) 
had pointed out that, in racing, it's the flag that has fi-
nal say on when to get underway - which is just as well, 
because in all the hoopla I don't think any of us actually 
heard the horn to start!‖ recalled Jennifer W. 

―Each leg of a race presents its own challenges. While 
we were blanketed at one mark, we bounced back in 
great style and made a perfect run to the next mark leav-
ing the competition behind. It's those moments that 
make racing so much fun. The winds stayed mostly 
steady at around 10 kts and the seas were calm, so all in 
all it was a perfect day on the water for this kind of a 
race,‖ observed Karen.  

Trimmer and first-time racer Jen Huszcza said, ―I am a 
new WSA member. I joined in April. The City of Hope 
regatta was my first WSA event, my first sail on a Cata-
lina 42, and my first race. It was so much fun. My favor-
ite new term of the day was ‗threading the needle‘.‖ It 
sounds fun and it is fun – if you do it right. As we ap-
proached the Santa Monica bell bouy, three boats which 
had already rounded were side-by-side and heading 
straight for us. Instead of ducking them all, Cary held his 
course, exercised his rights, and guided Amnesia right 
between two of them.  

―On the return, we slid into Amnesia‘s slip -- surely the 
best in the Marina, no turns required! -- and began the 
intricate task of buttoning her down,‖ remembered Jenni-
fer W. ―All kinds of canvas, in all kinds of shapes and 
why, we wondered, didn't we take a ‗before‘ photo to 
help us reconstruct the ‗after?!‘ This is why the boat is 
called Amnesia!! But with Cary's gentle guidance we 
managed to get the canvas snapped down where it be-
longed and the dinghy and outboard winched on board to 
boot. A very satisfying end to a fun day!‖

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WSA is Recruiting Skippers for Linda 
Elias Memorial Women’s One Design 
Regatta Entries 

 
WSA of Santa Monica Bay intends to promote 

Women's Sailing and the Linda Elias Memorial 
Women's One Design (sponsored by the Long Beach 
Yacht Club and the Long Beach WSA), through seek-
ing to maximize opportunities for participation in this 
event, by both existing members and potential mem-

bers that may choose to join the WSA. Further infor-
mation about the regatta can be obtained from 
www.lbyc.org.  This year the regatta will be held Oc-
tober 16-17. 

The WSA of SMB plans to budget funding for up to 
50% of the cost for up to 2 entries to include boat 
charter and entry fee, which will be open to any quali-
fied skipper to apply. Final decision on funding will be 
at the sole discretion of the board. The skipper and/or 
crew will need to fund the remaining balance of the 
boat charter and entry fees, the damage deposit and 
any incidentals.  

Should only 1 boat qualify for funding, at the discre-

tion of the board, the balance of the budgeted funds 
may be donated to an organization or cause which 
promotes women's sailing such as the Linda Elias 
Scholarship fund, which provides funding to qualified 
women skippers to participate in other sailing events. 
Should more than 2 qualified boats apply for funding, 
it will be at the discretion of the board to define selec-

tion criteria and decide which entries will receive 
funding. 

Interested skippers must submit a written request, 
including the skipper‘s racing resume, to the WSA 
board to qualify for consideration of funding. Re-
quests will be accepted beginning 30 March; no re-
quests will be considered after 15 August. Only appli-

cations from current WSA members will be consid-
ered. More information about the WSA of SMB, includ-
ing a membership application, can be found at 
www.wsasmb.org. Requests for funding can be 
mailed to The Women‘s Sailing Association of Santa 
Monica Bay, PO Box 10034, Marina del Rey CA, 
90295. 

The WSA board will evaluate requests based on the 
following factors: (a) The skipper's overall sailing ex-

perience. (b) The skipper's racing history in terms of 

number of races entered and overall record. (c) The 

skipper's ability to recruit and train crew. 
Requests for funding will be reviewed at each 

month‘s board meeting (the 4th Tuesday of every 
month), beginning with the April board meeting. Ex-
ceptional candidates may be accepted for funding at 
any board meeting. Skippers accepted for funding will 

be notified on the 30th of that month. Requests that 
are not accepted at a monthly board meeting are held 
over to be reviewed in upcoming board meetings, 
along with any newly received requests.  

The last possible date to submit a request for fund-
ing is 15 August, and the last review of requests will 
occur at the August board meeting. Should 2 skippers 
be selected for funding prior to 15 August, however, 
no further applications will be accepted after their 
acceptance. Final authorization for funding from the 
WSA is contingent upon approval of the skipper(s) by 
the Long Beach Yacht Club Sailing Foundation, the 
organization administering control of the boats used 
in this regatta. 

The skipper is entirely in charge of who will be on 
her crew, with the sole proviso that all crew members 
be members of the WSA at the time of the regatta. 
Skippers who have been accepted for funding by the 
WSA board will be announced to the general member-
ship by email announcement, in the following month‘s 
newsletter and at the following month‘s general meet-
ing (the second Tuesday of each month). WSA mem-
bers are encouraged to contact skippers in order to 
possibly obtain a crew position. 
(Editor’s note: Karyn Jones has been chosen by the 
WSA board as one of our skippers—a second applica-
tion is encouraged—the deadline is 15 August!) 
 

Marina del Rey “factoids” 
Did you know that our beautiful harbor was jointly 

funded by the federal government and L.A. County 

after over fifty years of public and private efforts to 
convert the estuary into a commercial harbor?  

According to our Department of Beaches & Harbors 
(http://beaches.co.la.ca.us/BandH/Marina/
MdRhistory.htm), President Eisenhower signed Public 
Law 780 in 1954, making the harbor a federal project 

and financing its ―main navigational features.‖ In 
1956, County voters approved a revenue bond and, in 
1959, the $13 million bond issue was sold to provide 
much of the funding for construction. Here‘s a look at 
MdR when much of it was known simply as the Bal-
lona lowlands.
